Project-Based Learning:  Local Active Citizen Profile:
Developing an Interview:

As we begin, you will interview the Local Active Citizen that you have chosen.  Your goal is to learn their life story as well as any additional thoughts, observations, or reflections they may have.    This procedure is called oral history.   The most vital details in this story is the story behind and the details of their journey into Active Citizen and the nature of their work.  
In addition to documenting your subject’s vital information (name, date of birth, and place of birth), you will script fifteen questions.  Most of these questions should allow the person to elaborate as they see fit.  Try starting questions with words like “describe” or “tell me about”.  As a conclusion, you should include a statement as to you subject’s goals, hopes, and/or dreams for the future.
Please note that these questions exist to offer help in case you forget something on in case the conversation gets “stuck”.  By no means is the visit intended to feel like an interrogation, and the questions are by no means a script as to how things must go.  Converse, react, and respond in the moment.  Above all, relax and have fun.

As we near the conclusion of this project, you will write a “Tale Worth Telling”.  It will be written in the first person, where “I” is used, just as the newcomer used when she or he was speaking to you.

Remember that the story of your newcomer’s life is much larger than his or her Active Citizenship.  When you are crafting your tale, consider aspects of your Active Citizen’s family life, employment history, travels, or anything else that you might think is relevant.

Because this is an oral history, it should be written in a first person, informal style. “Tales Worth Telling” should be around two pages, typed, and double spaced in length.

Tales, which will have a weight factor of three, will be marked based on the following criteria:
