A Guide to Citing Sources According to Chicago Style
Bibliography:

A bibliography is an alphabetical list of resources you used in preparing your essay.  You don’t have to cite a source in your essay to include it in your bibliography.  Any source you may have skimmed through and gathered ideas from should be listed in your bibliography!!!
Format:
1. Use a separate page at the end of your essay with the title BIBLIOGRAPHY centred on the page.

2. Single-space all entries, leaving a double space between entries.

3. Do not number entries, but list them alphabetically by the author’s last name.  If no author is given, begin with the first significant word in the title.

4. Begin each entry at the margin and indent any subsequent lines by five spaces.
Notes:

Footnotes/endnotes allow the reader to check sources and verify information included in work.  You must use notes when:

· Quoting information word for word directly from the text

· Including controversial or remote information

· Paraphrasing or summarizing information

· Stating the author’s opinion

Remember, if you come across information in three or more sources, that information is considered common knowledge and therefore will not need to be documented!  However, if you are in doubt about whether or not information needs to be documented, footnote it.
FYI:
Footnotes appear at the bottom of the page on which the citation appears
Endnotes are listed on a separate page at the end of your writing with the title.  Endnotes are centred on the page.  Please note an endnote page is placed      before your bibliography.
