UNIT ONE: Cairine Wilson Senate Speech
This project will fit within the strand “Communities: Local, National, and Global”.  As well, it will satisfy the expectation:  “describe some of the major local, national and global forces and events that have influenced Canada’s policies and Canadian identity since 1914”
Study various concepts and events associated with the women’s movement in the period between 1914 and 1930: WCTU, mock parliament, Nellie McClung, winning the vote, Agnes Macphail, flappers, famous five, Person’s Case. Good resources to view are the clips “Nellie McClung Heritage Minute”; “Never Retreat, Never Explain, Never Apologize”; and the clip “Women are Persons!”  Of course, students encouraged to research beyond these sources.
Once you have finished this, you will write a speech for Cairine Wilson to be delivered in the Canadian Senate upon her investiture as Canada’s first female senator in 1930.
Note that your speech should be at least 250 words in length.

Your speech should include at least four statements of thanks to the people responsible for your appointment, as well as a statement about why your appointment is significant for the women of Canada. You should then explain what you hope to accomplish in the Senate.
