Sources should be cited in Chicago Style format.

The essay will be structured as follows.  Note that each paragraph should be five to eight sentences in length:

Paragraph I:

· The essay will very briefly introduce the nation of South Africa

· The essay will state its thesis, namely that the 2010 World Cup of Soccer was ______ overall for the present and future of the nation of South Africa.

· The essay will state each of the three premises connected to the thesis.

Paragraph II:

· The first premise will be presented and explored.  This paragraph will include one direct quotation from an external source.

Paragraph III:

· The second premise will be presented and explored.  This paragraph will include one direct quotation from an external source.

Paragraph IV:

· The third premise will be presented and explored.  This paragraph will include one direct quotation from an external source.

Paragraph V:

· Essay will restate the thesis
