Memory, Sensation, Perception, and Learning:
· Memory, sensation, and perception are closely tied to learning

· We rely on our senses to provide the raw materials the mind needs to work with (vision, hearing, etc.)

· We rely on perception to interpret that data

· We rely on memory to store that interpretation of information and have it available for use when we need it

· This process is called cognition.  It can be defined as the process of acquiring, storing, and using knowledge
