Course Description:

This course investigates the history of humanity from earliest times to the sixteenth century. Students will analyse diverse societies from around the world, with an emphasis on the political, cultural, and economic structures and historical forces that have shaped the modern world. They will apply historical inquiry, critical-thinking, and communication skills to evaluate the influence of selected individuals, groups, and innovations and present their conclusions.

The purpose of assessment and evaluation is to improve student learning.  Assessment and evaluation is based on the provincial curriculum expectations and the achievement levels outlined in the curriculum document.  In order to ensure that assessment and evaluation are valid and reliable, and that they lead to the improvement of student learning, teachers use a variety of strategies throughout the course, including:  providing students with feedback about their work (known as assessment for learning), helping to set learning goals and monitor their own progress (known as assessment as learning), and evaluation and reporting of progress in the form of grades and marks (known as assessment of learning)

	Unit I:  Paleolithic and Neolithic Societies – The Journey to Civilization
Students contrast Old and New Stone Age people by examining the development of societies from simple nomadic hunters and gatherers to a more complex settled agricultural society. Students discover how favourable agricultural circumstances sustained large populations and, as a result, led to the establishment of the first ancient civilizations.

	Unit II: First Civilizations of The Near East
Students establish and apply the definition of a civilization to societies of the Near East, including Egypt and Mesopotamia. Students analyse the development and diversity of social structures, economic structures, and the uniqueness of political structures in various regions of the world.

	Unit III:  Mediterranean Civilization:  Greece and Rome
Students study the early Minoan civilization on Crete and conclude with the fall of the Roman Empire. The theme of legacies is the focus once again as students examine the debt the modern world owes to the Greeks and Romans.

	Unit IV:  The Medieval World:  The Age of Faith
This unit focuses on the beginning of the Medieval World revealing how it is unique from Ancient Rome and the modern world.

“Dark Ages” Timeline, Claim, and Questions; “Early Islamic Expansion” Discussion Questions; “Ibn Battuta” Organizer and Paragraph


	Unit V:  Culminating Activity
Students will have the opportunity to examine an area of ancient civilization that interests them.  Perhaps it will be the Far East and the Shoguns of Japan, or the cultures of South and Central America (Maya, Aztec and Incas) or maybe an area that was already touched on but you want to know more about.
