
The Great Pyramid of Giza:

This pyramid is also called The Great Pyramid of Khufu, after its builder.  It is one of the Seven Wonders of the Ancient World.

The construction of this pyramid took over twenty years, and it was finished around 2560 BCE.  The Great Pyramid was the tallest man-made structure in the world for over 3,800 years.  Originally, it was covered by stones on the outside that gave it a smooth surface, but these stones are largely gone.  However, some of these outer stones, called casing stones, are still visible at the base of the pyramid.
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ginally 480 feet tall, but because of erosion, it present height is about 455 feet.  The volume of stone needed to build the Great Pyramid was 2,500,000 cubic meters.  Based on these estimates, building this in 20 years would involve installing approximately 800 tonnes of stone every day. 

The construction of the Great Pyramid is so precise that there is an average difference between the sides of 58 millimetres.  This is likely because ancient Egyptian engineers have some sort of understanding of pi.  

On the south side are the subsidiary pyramids, commonly known as Queens' Pyramids.
