
50s Essay:  The Teenager Emerges:

By this point, students should be aware of APA format with regards to citing sources, quotations, capitalization, italics/underlining, a title page, an abstract, and headers.  This information, like all other information, is available on the course web site.

Although the essay is technically four paragraphs, the presence of an abstract will allow students to employ the five-paragraph model that they are familiar with.  The essay title is:

The Teenager Emerges:  Canada in the 1950s

Essays should be organized in the following manner:

I. Abstract:

Indicate that this essay will explore teenage life in Canada during the 1950s.  Note that it will offer 
three separate sources and at three direct quotations.  
As well, insure that the abstract informs 
the reader that the conclusion of the essay will conclude as to whether the new teenage culture 
was a help or a hinderance to Canadian culture as a whole.

II. Body Paragraph One:

In this paragraph, indicate the conditions under which a new demographic, the teenager, 
emerged in the 1950s.  Specifically, make reference to the baby boom as well as the wants and 
needs of parents in this time.  Additionally, note what you have determined to be your most 
effective thesis support.  This paragraph must include one direct quotation.

III. Body Paragraph Two

In this paragraph, note some unique aspects of teenage life in the 1950s.  Additionally, note what 
you have determined to be your third most effective thesis support.  This paragraph must include 
one direct quotation.

IV. Body Paragraph Three

In this paragraph, note difficulties faces by teenagers during the 1950s.  Additionally, note what 
you have determined to be your second most effective thesis support.  This paragraph must 
include 
one direct quotation.

V. Conclusion

Comment on whether the emergence of the teenager during the 1950s was a help or a 
hinderance to Canadian culture as a whole.  As well, indicate why the study of teenage life is 
important to the study of history as a whole.

Note that your “Baby Boomer Interview” may be a source for this essay.  Direct quotations may be taken from it.  Refer to the APA Style Guide for information regarding how to cite and source an interview.

Statement Regarding Plagiarism:

Plagiarism may be defined as:

· “…intentionally or unintentionally using other people’s words or ideas, originating from a book, the Internet or other sources, and presenting them as one’s own.  It is a very serious offense.  Plagiarism has two forms:  using a quotation or sentence verbatim (word for word) without citing the source and paraphrasing or restating another’s in one’s own words, style, and language without acknowledging their origin or source.  In either case, it is imperative that credit is given to the source (or author) of those ideas.”
Plagiarism is one of many possible incidents of academic dishonesty.  Students found to have committed academic dishonesty may be subject to one or more of the following penalties, as noted in the planner:
