Writing a Presidential Speech:
You are a member of President Eisenhower’s inner circle.  He has asked you to craft a speech explaining to the American people why their country has entered the Vietnam War.  Americans have a number of objections to the war, and your speech must satisfy these objections.  They are:
1. Vietnam is very far geographically from the USA, so what happens there doesn’t matter to Americans.

2. The Korean War has only recently ended, and some Americans are not anxious to enter another war so quickly.

3. Wars are very expensive, and some Americans think that those funds would be better served solving social issues at home.   Specifically, some Americans are concerned with social issues related to poverty and racism.
The goal of your speech is to unite Americans in support of the war.  While your speech does not have a length requirement in terms of words or pages, it should be at least four minutes in length when it is read aloud. 
Your speech will be evaluated based on the following criteria:

Once all the speeches have been delivered, your next task will be to write a half-page journal commenting on the effectiveness of one of the other speeches.  This journal should use the above rubric in its evaluation, and also comment on the effectiveness of the speech as a whole.  Journals will be evaluated using the same rubric as speeches.
