During the middle of the 1990s, there was a tremendous renewed interest in many aspects of the culture of the 1920s.  Dance, music, fashion, and some slang reappeared.  Of this returning culture from the 1920s was merged with aspects of the culture of 1990s.

The result was a trend called “swing”.

Once you have viewed the clip from the film Swingers (1996), write a short composition based on what you can infer about the 1920s based on this clip.

Make sure that your three-paragraph composition answers the following questions:

Paragraph one:

1. Describe the mood in the club in two sentences.

2. Describe the music played in the club in two sentences.

3. Describe the dancing in the club in two sentences.

Paragraph two:

1. Describe the women’s fashions in the club.

2. Describe the men’s fashions in the club.  Pay special attention to the band.

Paragraph three:

1. Write three sentences about what sort of attitude you believe some people in the 1920s might have had, based on this clip.

2. Write two sentences about why, based on what you know about the years before the 1920s, they might have had this attitude.
