Option I:  Summative Writing: “I Was THERE”:

The end-product in this assignment will be a series of written, first-person accounts from individuals who lived through and have a memory of each of the top three “defining moments” from your exit card.  This end-product will be titled “Tales Worth Telling”.
Part I:  The Journal:

The first component of this option is a two-page double-spaced journal.  It should be structured as follows:
1. Begin with a definition of the word “legacy”.  This definition should be from a credible, external source, and it should be cited in Chicago Style.

2. A comment as to the benefits of primary sources over secondary sources as a tool in learning about history.

3. Discuss the potential gains as well as difficulties in gathering historical information from an interview.
4. Introduce whom you would like to interview for this project, why you chose them, and what you hope to find out.

Note that your journal should also include a properly formatted Chicago-Style title page.

Part II:  The Recollections:
In this final phase, you will interview three different people, each of whom has a memory of one of your “top three defining moments” as a method for gaining a true picture of what occurred. This procedure is called oral history.  

This project will use the skills and format that we developed during our Parkwood Institute project.  Interviews will be written as first-person stories of your subject’s life.

The length of your writing, like your Tale Worth Telling, will depend upon the detail that your subject provides.  Ideally, Tales will be around two-three pages in length, double-spaced.  They should also have a properly formatted Chicago-style title page.
