7. What sort of clothing would protect a person forced to go outside on “essential errands” during nuclear fallout?

8. According to the host, what are the symptoms of radiation sickness?

9. If food is exposed to fallout, it may be eaten if certain procedure is followed.  Describe the procedure.
10. According to the host, how long does it take for radiation levels to begin to decline following fallout?

11. Civilians believed the information they received from videos like these.  Based on this fact, how is the relationship between civilians and their government different today from how it was in the 1950s?
