For this written assignment, your task is to take the role of one of Jim Braddock's sons Jay or Howard or his daughter, Rosie.  After your father's death, you have been given the proud task of delivering his eulogy.  In the eulogy, you want to tell the public the importance of your father, his life and times.

The format of your eulogy should include a discussion of the following areas:

1.
The hard times your father lived through, namely The Great Depression

2.
The nature and personality of the man.

3.
The obstacles in life he overcame and his outstanding achievements

4.
How and why he should always be remembered

HOW TO DEVELOP EFFECTIVE POINTS IN YOUR EULOGY:

When making a point about your father, try to use examples taken from the movie, Cinderella Man, to support them.  This will give the read a more in depth and personal understanding of his life and times.

A good eulogy also includes small personal stories, called anecdotes that help the reader relate to the person you are talking about.  For example:  "I remember the day when dad..."

Eulogies should be two pages, double spaced.
